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Basic Information 
Location and Directions 

“2008 A Space Odyssey” is at 785 FM 1441, Bastrop in Cub World at Camp Tom Wooten, part of the LCRA Lost Pines Scout 

Reservation, in the beautiful lost pines on the shores of Lake Bastrop.  The LCRA Lost Pines Scout Reservation is located FM 

1441, 3.4 miles east of State Highway 95.  

     From Elgin:  Go 12.8 miles south on State Highway 95 and turn left onto FM 1441.  Travel 3.4 miles to the reservation 

entrance on your right.   

     From Bastrop:  Go 3.8 miles north on State Highway 95 and turn right onto FM 1441.  Travel 3.4 miles to the reservation 

entrance on your right. 

     NOTE:  After you enter the reservation, turn immediately to your left and follow the road for 2.5 miles to the parking lots of 

Camp Tom Wooten. 

Camp Orientation for Adults  

Be sure and visit our camp on Saturday, May 17, 2008 from 10:00 am to 12:00 am for a Parent's and Leader's Orientation and 

receive the latest information on the programs planned for summer camp 2008.  A walking tour of the facilities will be taken so you 

can get the lay of the land.   

     Participation Eligibility 

Cub Scout Summer Camp is open to all boys who are registered Cub Scouts and Webelos, who have completed the first grade prior to 

arriving at camp, and who have not yet graduated into a Boy Scout Troop.  This camp program does not provide a program for ot her 

siblings regardless of age, including Boy Scouts an d Venturers.   

Requirements for acceptance and participation in programs of the Boy Scouts of America are the same for everyone without regard to race, 

color, handicap, national origin, or religion.  The program is for Scouts who have completed the first grade and have not entered the sixth 

grade or with the following ranks:  Wolf, Bear, and Webelos I & II.  If you believe you have been discriminated against, you may lodge a 

complaint against the management staff of this agency and/or write immediately to the Civil Rights Department, Texas Department of 

Human Services, P.O. Box 149030, Austin, 78714-0903; (512) 450-3630. 

Parent and Pack Leadership Responsibilities  

We would like to thank you in advance for all that you do before and during camp to ensure that the boys have a great time.  

Parents and Pack leadership will share in one of the most unique experiences of their lives.  In accordance with BSA Youth 

Protection policies, boys attending camp have two leadership options while they attend Cub Scout Resident Camp. 

     Option one  is for a boy to come to camp with an adult partner.  This adult partner should be a parent or guardian, or a 

parent/guardian approved adult.    If the adult partner is not the parent OR guardian, the adult must be a least 21 years of age 

and have written parental permission to accompany the scout to camp. 

     Option two  is for a den or pack to attend camp under their unit's leadership.  In this option, the pack or den must provide 

one adult for every four boys with a minimum of two leaders for each unit.  Under this option, at least one of the adults must 

be at least 21 years of age and a registered member of the Boy Scouts of America.  All other adults must be registered 

members of Boy Scouts of America or the parent(s) of the boys attending camp. 
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Adult Participation  

The primary responsibilities of adults in camp are to assist their boys with the activities and to provide supervision and discipline.  Adults will 

have numerous opportunities to participate in most of the camp's activities. 

Important State Requirements        

On April 16, 2006, the state of Texas passed into law new regulations that affect the Texas Youth Camps Safety and Health Act (Title 25, 

Part 1, Chapter 265, Sub chapter B, Rule 265.12 (f) (f1a)(f2a)(g).  This new rule affects all licensed youth camps in the state of Texas and 

became effective June 1, 2006.  In order for the Boy Scouts of America and the Capitol Area Council to comply with the new state law on 

protecting our youth, we must require each adult to assist by providing the items listed below.  Your understanding and assistance in this 

important matter is greatly appreciated.    

For every adult age 18 and older that will be attending camp even for one day, you must provide all of the following items for that person to 

be able to attend camp: 

1.  Adults Attending:  Each adult, registered and non-registered, attending camp must fill out the adult attending section on the 

camper's registration form.  The Capitol Area Council will conduct the required state sexual offender database check for each adult 

attending camp.  

2.  BSA Online Youth Protection Training Certification Card:  The new state law requires that every adult attending camp must 

provide certification that they have successfully completed youth protection training and have passed the related test.  The Boy 

Scouts of America's online youth protection training (see http://www.bsacac.org/Training/ Online Training.asp) has been approved 

by the state of Texas and meets the new state requirement.  Adult leaders who may have taken the group discussion version of this 

course previously still must take the online Youth Protection Training.  After completing the test, each adult must print a copy of the 

Certification Card that must be turned in at camp during registration. 

3.  BSA Adult applications:  The new state law requires a history of criminal convictions.  The current BSA Adult Volunteer 

Application complies with this requirement because of the six questions on the bottom of the application.   Every adult attending 

camp must submit a completed BSA Adult Volunteer Application when he or she checks in at camp regardless of whether that adult 

is already registered.  No registration fees or unit approval signatures are needed to comply with this rule. 

     Please do not overlook any area of the application.  In addition to the top half of the application, each of the six questions must be 

answered and then signed and dated by the applicant.  Adult applications are available online at http://www.scouting.org/forms/28-

501D.pdf(English) and http;//www.scouting.org/forms/28-502R.pdf(Spanish).  

Dining Hall  

Meals are served at the dining hall.  Grace will be said before all meals.  Be advised that hats are taboo inside the dining hall.  We will 

provide three meals a day for full days at camp, and your first meal at camp will be the evening meal. If you have a camper with religious 

dietary needs, please send a written notice to the camp at least two weeks in advance of your arrival so that we can prepare to meet your 

needs.  

Tenting and Sleeping  

Campers are required to provide their own tent(s) and sleeping equipment for Cub Scout Resident Camp.  Adults and boys are not allowed 

to sleep in the same tent except in a parent/child situation.   

At check-in, you will receive a "No Flames in Tent" tag to be attached to the entrance of your tent.  National policy prohibits the use of open 

flames in tents.  This includes mosquito coils, catalytic heaters, gas lanterns, stoves, candles, and smoking materials. 

Restrooms and Showers  

 Each campsite has a pit latrine and potable water.  Port-a-potties have been placed for your convenience near program areas.  Flushing 

toilets and individual showers can be found at the central bathhouse located adjacent to the pool.   

Fires & Fuels  

Ground fires are only permitted in the fire rings provided. Fires may not be permitted if a burn ban is in effect.  Liquid fuel containers must be 

stored under lock and key.  Under NO circumstances are they to be stored in the campsite.  Liquid fuels cannot be used on open fires or to 

start a fire. 
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 Parking  

The large parking area across from the bathhouse and the smaller parking area in front of the lodge are to be used during camp.  Vehicles 

are not allowed in the campsites.  

Trading Post  

We invite you to come enjoy our Trading Post located on the north end of the lodge.  The Trading Post offers a variety of things such as: 

camp T-shirts, camp souvenirs, candy, snacks, soda, water, and Powerade®; however, we do not sell worms or fishing licenses.  The 

trading post is open daily.  Look for hours posted on the doors. 

Uniforms and Shoes  

All campers are encouraged to wear their official Scout uniform to dinner and the evening flag ceremony.  Everyone is required to wear a 

shirt, shorts or pants, and closed-toe shoes inside the Wooten Lodge (dining hall). For safety reason, closed-toe shoes are to be worn 

at all times except in your tent, at the pool, or the shower.  You will be required to wear shoes while in the pad dleboats. 

Water shoes or old shoes, not sandals, are highly r ecommended. 

Fireworks, Pets, Bicycles, & Weapons  

Fireworks, pets, bicycles, personal firearms, ammunition, and personal bows, arrows of any type are not allowed at camp.  

Snacks in Campsites  

Snacks will be for sale through out the day and early evening in the camp's trading post.  You can also bring these items with you to camp.  

Please secure these items in animal proof storage such as sturdy ice chests with a lid that latches or a wooden food box.  Do not store or 

eat food in your tent.  Ants, squirrels, crows, and raccoons can quickly make a mess of your tent.   

Camp Staff Area  

Campers are not allowed in the camp staff area at any time.  Adults, we ask you to assist in enforcing this policy. 

Mail and Telephone Service  

 Mail is always encouraged at Cub Scout Resident Camp.   Packages and letters should include the following:

 Mail service may take several days, please consider this when sending mail. Some parents prefer to send mail along with 

other camp leaders.  These items can be dropped off at the camp office and delivered by our own "pony express".  There is a 

camp telephone available for camp business and emergency use by adult leaders.  The number is 512-581-9897. 

Health Lodge and Medication  

We provide a Health Lodge for minor medical care and support and enforce the Boy Scouts of America's Health and Safety, 

and Youth Protection policies.  The Health Lodge is located near Wooten Lodge (the dining hall).  A health officer is on duty at 

all times.     

     ALL medications, prescriptions and non-prescriptions, in their original containers are REQUIRED to be secured and locked 

in the Camp Health Lodge.  There will be certain exceptions for lifesaving medications to be carried at camp.  This decision 

will be made during the medical exam given by our health officer.  

     This may seem too strict for adult over the counter medications; however, if a child consumes medication that is not meant 

for them, it has deadly potential.   

        At the medical recheck, which is given to each Scout and adult upon their arrival, the Council reserves the right to refuse 

admittance to any Scout or adult who, in the opinion of the examining person and the camp director, has developed any 

physical or medical situation that could present a hazard to the Scout or adult himself, or others present, by his being in camp. 
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Registering for Camp 

Registering 

Register Early.  Space is limited to 135 boys per session.  Although you are encouraged to come to camp as a Pack or Den to 

complete your summertime activity requirements, one individual registration form is required for each boy attending camp.  

Boys attending camp from the same pack will be grouped together and share the same campsite.  Boys coming to camp 

without other members of their unit attending will be grouped with other boys who have come without their packs as well or be 

grouped with a smaller pack or den. 

Camp Fees  

The 2008 Cub Scout Summer Camp fees are $110 per Cub Scout and $50 per adult attending.  Complete the application and 

submit it to the Council Service Center before May 1, 2008.  After that date, the fee will be $125 per Cub Scout and $65 per 

adult.  This includes meals, a souvenir camp mug, craft and  program supplies, a patch, and a special camp medal.  A T-shirt 

is not included in the camp fees, although you can pre-order one with your registration fees.  All shirts are $10, except 2XL  

and 3XL are $12.  Pre-orders must be received at the Council Service Center by May 1, 2008.  Once at camp, availability of 

T-shirts will be limited. 

Refund Policy  

The following policy is applicable to all Council and District events where the Capitol Area Council collects a fee. 

1. Written refund requests will only be considered if received in the Council Service Center ten (10) days prior to the start 

of the activity.   

2. Written refund requests submitted after the event will be considered only for personal illness or family emergencies.  

No refunds will be accepted after ten (10) days following the activity. 

3. A service charge of 25% of the full activity fee will be assessed on all refunds. 

4. Refund checks will be issued within 30 days following the end of the event to individual or to the entity paying the 

original fee. 

5. Fees less the surcharge of 25% are only transferable within the same unit to a Scout or adult leader not currently 

registered for the event. 

6. In the event that an activity is canceled or postponed by the Council or a District and member cannot participate 

during the alternate date, the full fee will be refundable upon written request as above. 

The minimum attendance required to conduct a session is 50 Scouts.  Should a session not have a at least this amount 

reserved, it is subject to cancellation.  In the event of a cancellation, participants will be contacted 25 days prior to the session 

start date.  Every effort will be made to relocate participants to an available session. 

Visitor Policy 

     All campers will be issued wristbands to be worn at all times while in camp.  All adults arriving at camp some other time 

than check-in must register with the Camp Clerk at the office and get a camp wristband.  It is important that any leader being 

replaced checks out with the Camp Clerk.  We must know who is at camp at all times. 

     All visitors must sign in and sign out with the Camp Clerk at the office and receive a visitor's pass.  Any visitor who has not 

registered may be asked to leave.   

     It is our goal to provide a safe environment for all campers.  Thank you for your cooperation. 
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Pre-Camp Preparations 
What to Bring to Camp  

     Please bring:  Medical forms, personal medications, tents, sleeping bag, cot, pad, air mattress, pillow, flashlight and extra 

batteries, raincoat/poncho, toothbrush and toothpaste, towel and washcloth, soap, shampoo, comb and other personal items, 

sunscreen, insect repellant, clothing including uniform, shorts, T-shirts, socks, underwear, swimsuit (no cut-offs), water shoes 

for boating, a cap or hat with a visor, and spending money.   

     Suggested items:  Fanny pack or utility belt, sunglasses, a wagon, battery operated fan, a camp chair, alarm clock, and a 

watch 

     Prohibited in Camp:  Radios, Walkman, Game boy, TV's, personal firearms, alcoholic beverages, fireworks, pets, and 

sheath knives of any kind.  Please do not allow the boys to bring pocketknives to camp even if they have their Whittlin' Chip.  

Smoking, Alcohol, and Illegal Drugs 

     Wooten Lodge is a non-smoking facility.  Smoking or tobacco use is strongly discouraged in front of any camper, leader, or 

staff member.  Alcoholic beverages and illegal drugs are never permitted on Boy Scout property.  Please help the camp 

enforce these rules by making sure all leaders and parents in your pack are aware of these policies.  

 Lost and Found 

     Please mark all of your Scout's possessions with their name and pack number.  Lost and found items will be kept at camp 

until July 20; then they will be turned over to Goodwill or a similar agency. 

Swim Checks 

      As a camp operating under the guidelines of the Boy Scouts of America, we follow pool safety standards as specified by 

Boy Scouts of America National Camping School.  These standards call for a swimming ability 

check to be conducted for every person who enters the pool and buddy tags to monitor who is 

in the pool area, whether in the water or not.  

 When Cub Scouts go boating in our paddleboats, they are required to have an adult "swimmer" 

in with them.  Each paddleboat can hold 1 adult (swim checked) and 3 Cub Scouts.  We are 

required to verify the swimming abilities of these adults entering the boats. 

To be classified as a "swimmer" , you must: 

�  Jump feet first into water over your head. 

�  Surface and level off. 

�  Swim 75 yards using a strong forward moving stroke, e.g. crawl, side strike, breaststroke 

�  Execute at least one turn during the 75-yard swim. 

�  Swim an additional 25 yards using a resting backstroke. 

�  Demonstrate you can float near motionless on your back after swimming. 

     With limited pool time available during camp, completing swim checks in advance will allow greater time for enjoyable 

swimming in camp and less time standing in line at the pool. Several places will allow you use of their pool.  Check with the 

local YMCA, high school, community center, or some hotels.   A certified lifeguard, either BSA or American Red C ross, 

can conduct advance swim checks.  Please include a copy of their certification with the form .  Note:  A Safe Swim 

Defense Certification does not qualify.   Bring the completed form with you to registration when you arrive at camp.

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Programs 

Camp Program (Den) Organization  

     Upon arrival at camp, Cub Scouts will be given a group or den assignment.  Your group assignment will determine the 

schedule you will follow during the day. Each group consists of 10 boys plus their accompanying adults.  Boys from the same 

packs will be placed together as much as possible. Boys coming individually with an adult partner will be placed in dens with 

boys of similar ages.  This not only makes sure there are enough participants for each activity, but also gives the boys a 

chance to meet new friends.  

     In full camp sessions, packs and dens coming as a group with less than 10 boys may have additional boys added to their 

group (den).  Dens are expected to work and participate in program areas together. 

Program Sessions 

     During your stay at Cub Scout Resident Camp, dens will rotate through sixteen program sessions.  They include:  

Swimming (each day), a nature trail, BB Shooting, games (each day), the mineshaft, Indian Lore, Crafts, Archery, Civic Duty, 

Paddle Boating, Fishing, and Cooking, plus guest speakers during each lunch. 

     All boys attending camp will earn the Archery, BB, Fishing, and Swimming belt loops.  We cannot guarantee each child will 

earn the pin in these areas due to individual ability. 

Advancement Opportunities 

     Most activities in the program areas are developed using the advancement requirements from Cub Scout and Webelos 

handbooks, although some are just for fun and enjoyment.  A list will be provided of the requirements and electives covered.  

Parents and leaders, however, are responsible for all testing and signing of completion. 

Fishing 

     Camp Tom Wooten is blessed with a number of great banks for fishing.  Bass, catfish, and a variety of sunfish are very 

common.   Fishing equipment provided by the camp is cane poles.  You may bring your own equipment. To protect your 

personal gear when not in use, please keep it locked in your vehicle.   

     Lake Bastrop is a public lake.  All Texas Parks and Wildlife fishing rules and regulations apply including the requirement 

that all adults must have a valid fishing license and driver's license on their person while participation in any fishing activity.  

Adults wishing to fish at Cub Scout Resident Camp must come to camp with a valid fishing license.  Our camp does not sell 

fishing licenses, although they can be purchased at many stores on the way to camp. 

Family Night 

     On the last night of your session at Cub Scout Resident Camp, parents and families of Cub Scouts attending are welcome 

to come experience dinner and our closing ceremonies.  Family night begins at 5:00 pm and concludes with our closing 

ceremonies.   

     Meal reservations for family members attending the dinner must be made no later than check-in of your child's session.    

Family Night meal tickets are $5.00 each.  Children ages 6 and under are free.  These tickets can be picked up in the camp 

office on the south end of the lodge.  Only those who have paid and completed meal reserva tion forms will be served 

dinner .  Campers have already paid for this meal.  This form is attached at the end of this guide.

Pre-Camp Swim Check   

Upon arrival at Camp Tom Wooten, normally adult and youth campers report to the pool for this swim check after completing 

the medical re-check. Camp Tom Wooten will, however, permit campers to bring certification of their own swim checks and 

resulting certifications to camp provided they follow the Safe Swim Defense guidelines outlined below.  A certified lifeguard, 

either BSA or American Red Cross, must conduct the pre-camp swim check. Please attach a copy of the li feguard's 

certification card.  Safe Swim Defense Certification for camp does not q ualify .  Any change in swim status after this date 

will require a reclassification test by the Camp Aquatics Director.  The Camp Aquatics Director reserves the right to retest all 

participants to assure that swim standards have been met. 

Swim Classifications (Swim test should be conducted  annually.) 

Nonswimmer:   No test or have not passed a swimming test. 

Beginner:   Jump feet first into water over your head.  Level off.  Swim 25 feet on the surface.  Stop.  Turn 

sharply.  Resume swimming as before and return to starting point for a total of 50 feet. 

Swimmer:   Jump feet first into water over your head.  Level off.  Swim 75 yards in a strong forward manner using 

one or more of the following: sidestroke, breaststroke, trudgen, or crawl.  Swim 25 yards using an easy resting 

backstroke.  The 100 yards must be swum*continuously and include at least one sharp turn.  After completing the 

swim, rest by floating. 

After the test is completed, please bring completed form with you to camp check-in.  Please make more copies as needed.
